
2011 QUAD DRAG RULES 
 

1. All riders must sign a release form before participating in an event. 

2. All riders under 18 must have a parent or legal guardian sign a release form. 

3. All riders must wear s DOT approved helmet and must be strapped on. 
4. Any rider or ATV that causes damage to T.E. Promotions equipment will be held 

liable for damages. 

5. Only one practice round per rider. 

6. Studs in tires are not allowed. 
7. Nitrous can be used in unlimited classes ONLY. Main line must be disconnected 

in all other classes. 

8. Wheelie bars are allowed on all quads. 

9. Double and single elimination determined by number of participants. 
10. Track will have boundaries. Out of bounds will result in disqualification. 

11. When your number is called, you have 2 minutes to get to the line the first time, 

each time after that you have 1 minute to get to the line. 

12. All racers participate at their own risk. 
13. Classes listed are just a guide line (as if it was stock) 

14. Starting judges decisions are final. 

15. Poor sportsmanship will not be tolerated. Rider will be disqualified and forfeit all 

winnings. (Example: fighting, arguing with riders or judges). 
16. Registration for riders will end 30 minutes before start of the race. 

17. Cut transmission in open class only. 

18. A rider can only sign up for three classes maximum… 

 

 

There will be absolutely no pit riding! If caught you will be disqualified without
